FREQUENTLY ASKED
QUESTIONS

1. What do | do once I’ve adopted a block?

Wear a pair of garden gloves and take a gar-
bage bag with you to throw loose garbage
into as you go for a walk around your adopt-
ed area.

2. How often should | go for this walk?

About once every 2 weeks between May 1st
and October 15th, or more often if you see
the need for it or if there’s something spe-
cial happening in town.

3. Are any areas off-limits?

YES! Please don’t go onto private property.
This is the owner’s responsibility. If you go
out onto the street, please be sure it’s safe
to do so.

4. Are there things | SHOULDN’T pick up?

Don’t pick up objects that are too heavy or
too large. Don’t touch or pick up syringes
or containers containing chemicals or any
other hazardous materials.

5. What should | do if | see these sorts of
things in my area?

Contact the town office or public works and
ask them to deal with it.
